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Weimar Republic 

After the First World War and the fall of Kaiser William the nation of Germany faced problems in every political and social aspect. There was a financial depression in the country, which left more unemployed and homeless than any other events in the nations history. The government’s inability to run the nation led to the formation of groups who revolted against them early on. The nation overall was facing serious blight. 

Much of the problems the nation of Germany faced were due to the leadership of the government, the Weimar Republic. The Weimar government took control of the country after the treaty of Versailles had been signed, and Germany was again a free nation. The first president, Friedrich Ebert, with the help of many other political leaders in Germany drafted a constitution for the country that was sign into law in August 1919. The constitution had many flaws and was one reason for the countries problems. One goal of the constitution was to create a democratic democracy, which it did. However it gave the president the power to veto and/or challenge a law proposal with little or no problem. It was also up to the president to declare a state of emergency in which he could do anything he felt necessary. A second problem is that the senate put together by the constitution was democratic to the very root of the word. Anyone in the country who could collaborate with a few people could form a political party and then be represented and turn the senate into a place where nothing could be agreed on or accomplished. 

One of the first problems faced by the government was its lack of respect through the German population. Members of both the major parties in the republic had little respect for the government they hoped to live under. Many felt betrayed by the old government that ran the country and could not see past the lies of the old leaders. This prompted a revolution where thousands of workers and ex-military spoke out against the new government. They had hoped to see a government run by the common man because many felt that the current government looked down on them for being in the working class. Attempts by Ebert to win over the nation were futile and the German people grew to almost completely disregarding everything put out by the government. 

Due to the condition of the nation the goals for the Weimar republic are to create a constitution that is democratic, but also create a stern enough government to control the people. Also, they wish to create friendly borders with the neighboring allies and have a state system that will make the senate an effective governing body. Furthermore, the Weimer Republic desires to work out a way to lessen and/or get rid of the large war debt they have accumulated. They anticipate to create a government that the country can have faith in with the help of various social programs. Finally, the Weimer Republic hopes to create a strong military despite many of the limitations that have set by the Treaty if Versailles.
