Nation Building Committee (NBC) DRAFT RESOLUTIONS
Delegates need to turn the position paper into a working “draft resolution” for discussion and debate amongst members of their committee during the conference weekend. The draft resolutions are to be submitted by _______. Each delegate is to prepare 2 one page draft resolutions that resolve 2 issues listed on the NBC Sub-Committee Issues List (1 page for each issue).  Delegates must choose at least 1 of the topics listed on the Sub-Committee Issue List to resolve.  If a delegate feels there exists a more pertinent issue pertaining to their nation, a new “issue” can be created and resolved by the delegate as their 2nd issue.  
Members of each sub-committee will get a copy of each draft resolution, so delegates should put a lot of time, preparation, and thought into the documents. At conference, the draft resolutions will be used during topic-based subcommittees to help develop the actual resolutions that will be debated in front of the entire NBC.
Please follow the following format precisely. Each draft resolution should be limited to one page. It should also be type written, single-spaced, Times New Roman, 12 point font.

Issue: Social Systems – Will there be a standard language?  


When forming a new country it is essential that there exist a common language shared by all its residents. Regardless of how the average citizen converses in private, there must be some common language especially when pertaining to the operation of an effective government and other social institutions. Communication between political representatives from different parties as well as regions will prove to be a rather difficult especially in the cases of the geographical large German Empire.  Furthermore, within social systems such as education and law enforcement, a singular language must be adopted and accepted to both establish and maintain socioeconomic unity within the Weimar Republic.  Acknowledging that the German people need to be unified through one language in order to have a flourishing central government, the Weimar Republic proposes the following: 

· German be instituted as the official language of the Weimar Republic

· German be used as the principal language of the governing body of the Weimar Republic as well as any judicial branches of the Republic.

· Requires that any and all political officials within the Republic to be fluent in German.

· German be used as the principal language of the education system of the Weimar Republic.
· Understands the diversity of peoples within the Republic and thus recognizes Polish and French as minority languages both recognized by the Republic as well as offered within education systems as a secondary language.

· Requires all social systems in place within the Republic to utilize German as a principal language for communication
