Committee: African Union

Topic Area: Genocide and Warfare

Sponsored by: Chad

The African Union,


Fully aware of the conflict occurring in Darfur, Sudan,


Alarmed by the amount of refugees crossing the borders of countries surrounding Sudan,

Keeping in mind the role of the African Union and its inability to send troops to Darfur, Sudan,


Concerned for the refugee’s human rights, health after escaping from Sudan’s horrible conditions,


Emphasizing the morals of Pan-Africanism and their role in the continent of Africa itself,

Guided by the belief that all nations can work together to ensure continental peace,


Welcoming all efforts to do so in accordance with the Charter of the United Nations,
Therefore be it resolved by the African Union,

1. Decides that:

a. The United Nations shall set up refugee camps in areas that refugees are located.

b. Refugee camps will be located in all countries bordering Sudan, including Ethiopia, Eritrea, Central African Republic, Democratic Republic of the Congo, Uganda, Kenya, Chad, Libya, and Egypt. 

c. Each country will have 2 camps in different areas, depending on where refugees are located.

d. Size of camps will depend on the amount of refugees in each country.

2. Directs that the United Nations shall: 

a. Camps will provide a shelter for refugees to sleep, have doctors, and psychiatric help.

b. Send volunteers from the United Nations to provide help for all refugee victims.

c. Send UN Peacekeepers to provide protection for each shelter.

African Union (AU)

Topic 4: The Ugandan Civil War/The Invisible Children
Northern Uganda suffered from civil unrest since the early 1980s. Hundreds of people were killed in the rebellion against the Lord’s Resistance Army (LRA), and an estimated 400 thousand people were left homeless. The children of Uganda have to cope hardships on a daily basis that no American child could ever imagine. The children of this area are normal child who have an everyday life that consists of hiding for their lives. The captured children are trained to kill. 

Once these children are brought to “the bush” which is what the Rebel base is referred to, they are transformed into child resistance fighters. One task these children have to execute is capturing other children to be fighters and killers. If they fail to cooperate, the children fighters kill the captured. Children who do cooperate are then brainwashed in “the bush”. Violence is a part of every day life for the Ugandan children. They found that thousands of children flee their homes nightly in order to escape being abducted. Children in Uganda are regularly abducted by the LRA to be trained as child soldiers. The children who run from their homes walk miles to find shelter in hospitals or bus parks. They find virtually anywhere far away from rebel camps. 95% of girls who are abducted by this group are sold for child prostitution. These girls are raped at a young age and mentally paralyzed from these actions.
In 2003, a group of college students went to the area and documented this problem. Unlike the conflict in Darfur, this war is not as well-known globally. There is a gap of attention that is not being paid to these children who need help. The college students set up a independent fund to help the children. However, this is not enough to help stop the problem The United Nations has to address this problem so the rest of the world can observe what is going on in Uganda. The children of Uganda sound not go unnoticed.
