Topic: Multidimensional Security (specifically Drug Trafficking)

Issues to be addressed in resolution on the topic:

· New universal laws shall be created to reduce the supply and demand of illegal drugs by targeting those who transship substances like cocaine and marijuana through small (and mostly insular) OAS member states.

· Members shall agree to terms of jurisdiction and punishment for the illegal traffickers themselves as well as the member state(s) who neglect their illicit actions.

· Those nations who fail to change their policies by shifting their economies away from illegal trafficking and join in this effort shall be met with economic sanctions imposed by the General Assembly.

· In 2013, the progress of drug-dependent member states adjusting their economies shall be evaluated by this committee.  Based on their level of compliance, the committee shall formulate the appropriate proceedings.

· By 2014, OAS nations shall have uniform policies on the combating of drug traffickers in regard to maintaining multidimensional security throughout the region.

Justification for Issues Raised:


New threats in the theater of multidimensional security, specifically drug trafficking, have opened the eyes of many individual states.  However, EVERY member nation is regularly affected, both directly and indirectly, by these illicit actions.  Too many weak nations in the Americas are especially affected by transshipment through air, land, and sea.  OAS nations have the right and obligation to themselves and fellow states to dismantle their economic dependence on the production, transference, and purchasing of illegal substances.  Colombia, Ecuador, Bolivia, and Peru have failed to comply with the Inter-American Drug Abuse Control Commission in reducing the production of problematic substances like cocaine.  Overall, help is needed in developing sustainable economies and governments for nations currently reliant involvement with illegal substances.

Acknowledging the problems in the current stance on drug trafficking in regard to Multidimensional Security


Realizing that the individual efforts of each country have been largely ineffective on an international scale
Fully aware of the extensive drug trafficking issues and their widespread effects on OAS member states
Concerned with excessive illegal trafficking and drug trade and the devastation and social unrest it brings to OAS nations


Noting with regret that current laws and regulations are inadequate and insufficiently restrictive and such substances are detrimental to the social and mental welfare of citizens in member states


Deeply committed with satisfaction that more pernicious consequences are needed for noncompliant member states
Fully believing that a firm and universal effort will enhance the region’s level of multidimensional security

Confident that unity toward new policies and procedures will decrease illegal trafficking in relation to multidimensional security
Expecting full cooperation and compliance from all member states by the given deadlines in this resolution

Therefore, be it resolved by the Organization of American States,

1. Defines:


a. “Drug crimes” as the possession, sale, use, or one being in the vicinity of any drug(s)


b. “Illegal Trafficking” as the movement of illegal drugs, humans, or outlawed cargo

across borders without proper approval


c. “Competent Official” as officials authorized to evaluate progress without past

accusations of corruption or convictions of any crime or misdemeanor

2. Calls upon all OAS nations currently approving or disregarding drug crimes or illegal trafficking of any sort to:


a. Inspect and approve or deny any transportation or post entering or leaving her country

including airplanes, cars, trucks, ships, trains, and suspicious packages


b. Accept that member states may confiscate any of the above objects and/or their

contents if declared illegal by their respective officials or official body


c. Declare accordingly that all countries need trained and competent officials with the

ability to identify illegal substances and carry out necessary consequences or

punishments in an ethical fashion

3. Directs the Organization of American States to:


a. Develop a list of all nations currently approving or disregarding drug crimes or illegal

trafficking


b. Arbitrate the appropriate course of action if met with noncompliance from a member

state

4. Instructs the Organization of American States to monitor progress the countries on said list until the United Nations General Assembly or the bloc itself determines otherwise.

5. Further directs the Organization of American States to create, by March 12, 2008, new universal laws to reduce the supply and demand of illegal drugs by targeting those who transship substances like cocaine and marijuana through small (and mostly insular) OAS member states.

a. Members shall agree to terms of jurisdiction and punishment for the illegal traffickers themselves as well as the member state(s) who neglect their illicit actions.

b. Those nations who fail to change their policies by shifting their economies away from illegal trafficking and join in this effort shall be met with economic sanctions imposed by the General Assembly.

c. In 2013, the progress of drug-dependent member states adjusting their economies shall be evaluated by this committee.  Based on their level of compliance, the committee shall formulate the appropriate proceedings.

d. By 2014, OAS nations shall have uniform policies on the combating of drug traffickers in regard to maintaining multidimensional security throughout the region.

The Bahamas would like to discuss the importance of border control in terms of jurisdiction, organized crime, illegal immigration, drug and human trafficking.
The issue of border control has directly or indirectly affected all the countries in the OAS, including The Bahamas.  A set of universal laws (applying to the entire OAS Bloc) needs to be developed to better deal with border issues. The Bahamas, due in part to its geographic location, has become a transshipment point for illegal drug trafficking including cocaine and marijuana.  These drugs are then shipped to Europe and the United States. The countries of the OAS Bloc need to form an agreement in terms of jurisdiction and punishment for the illegal drug traffickers.  Countries that have organized crime in control of their borders have greatly contributed to the problem.  The OAS Bloc needs to change its border control to people who are not dependent on drug income and will fight against drug trafficking.  The countries of Columbia, Ecuador, Bolivia, and Peru (all members of the OAS Bloc) have not complied with the Inter-American Drug Abuse Control Commission to reduce the production of illegal drugs such as cocaine (1). The economies of these countries are dependent on selling illegal drugs, therefore, long term goals should be set including helping these countries gradually alter their economies over times towards legal methods of sustaining themselves.  Illegal immigration remains a difficult issue for the OAS Bloc.  For example, the border problems and illegal immigration between Mexico and the United States should be addressed including the socio-economic conditions that drive this problem. The Bahamas believe that uniform policies and agreements need to be developed among all the countries in the OAS pertaining to border control involving illegal drug trade, illegal immigration, jurisdiction and punishment.

The Bahamas plan to continue to work with the OAS Bloc to achieve resolutions on all these important issues outlined above.

Topic 4: Natural Disasters

 
Natural disasters and their devastating effects have greatly impacted the countries of the Organization of American States (OAS) BLOC. Over twenty active volcanoes collectively affect countries such as Guatemala, Costa Rica, Mexico, Colombia, The United States and Nicaragua1. Earthquakes affect nations such as Peru and Costa Rica.  Many island nations in the Caribbean are severely damaged by hurricanes and tropical storms.  Within the past ten years, natural disasters have caused over 25,000 deaths in the OAS countries and have left countless more injured and/or homeless2.  By focusing on creating a post natural disaster plan and improving communications, the OAS can collectively work in dealing with natural disasters.


Weather related disasters such as hurricanes and tornados further complicate the stability of the OAS countries.  For example, in 2005, Hurricane Katrina devastated parts of the southern United States especially in Louisiana, resulting in over 1,080 deaths, almost a complete destruction of New Orleans’s infrastructure and a breakdown of all normal functioning3. After 15 days of an ineffectual response by the federal government, United States President George Bush said, “Katrina exposed serious problems in our response capability at all levels of government.4” Still, several years following this disaster, New Orleans remains in a greatly compromised condition including the devastating effects of homelessness, unemployment and a severely damaged infrastructure.  Despite the United State’s resources and strong economy, it was still unprepared on federal and state levels for this natural disaster.   These facts further indicate the need to work together in dealing with the devastating effects for natural disasters  

These natural disasters can have even more devastating effects in countries with weaker economies.   The total damages from hurricanes alone last year totaled more than the yearly gross domestic product in many Caribbean countries5.  Countries such as these would be practically demolished without outside assistance in rebuilding citizen housing, and overall recuperation after a disaster.

At the end of 1999, the UN created the International Strategy for Disaster Reduction and is working towards successes in terms of forging vital links among the political, scientific and technological communities6.   The Committee, however, meets only twice a year and  only half of the OAS countries are members of the committee (many non-members are island nations).  This action represents an important step for the OAS in recognizing and addressing issues for natural disasters but more can be done.*
